Note: The absolute port numbers do not matter. The key is consistency - the same port number must
be used for a specific function every time it is used.

1. Assign a port for PTT — DigiPan provides no support for radio control, FSK or CW
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2. On the Keying tab PA PTT if DigiKeyer will be controlling an amplifier PTT line.

3. Save settings to a preset by selecting menu Preset | Save as. Choose a position and name
it DigiPan.
